Update on Torquay Seafront and Beacon Cove regeneration projects

Torbay Development Agency (TDA) and Torbay Council are encouraging residents to come along to the Torquay Town Centre Community Partnership meeting on Tuesday 18 January (7.30pm - 9.30pm) in the Churston Room at Torquay Town Hall, to find out more about the funding options available to renew or repair Torquay’s harbourside areas.

The decline of these important assets over recent years requires the council to explore ways to deliver extensive repair works and raise the quality of the public realm to a standard warranted by such prestigious locations. 

There are a number of options available involving private sector investment and public funding to a greater or lesser degree.
